It is by the same pattern of salvation that
God is free to deliver or save every Christian
after he has committed personal sins. Jesus
Christ has died for all sins — past, present and
future. Because of this, God is now free to

deliver you from the power of sin and to

deliver you into His power.

“...knowing this, that our old self was
crucified with Him, that our body of sin
might be done away with, that we should no
longer be slaves to sin;”

(Romans 6:6)

Salvation Is By Grace Alone
From The Penalty Of Sin

Since you as a non-Christian cannot do, say,
or experience anything to save or deliver
yourself, you must totally depend upon God’s
grace. Grace is God providing everything
necessary without any merit or work from
man.

‘For by grace you have been saved through

faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift

of God; not as a result of works, that no one
should boast.” (Ephesians 2:8 &9)

Salvation Is By Grace Alone From The Power
Of Sin

Again, since you as a Christian are rendered
helpless due to personal sins, your salvation
or deliverance from the power of sin must
be by grace. It cannot be by anything you
do, say, or experience while under the
power of sin.

‘But if it is by grace, it is no longer on the
basis of works, otherwise grace is no longer
grace.” (Romans 11:6)

Salvation Is By Faith Alone From The Penalty
Of Sin

Salvation that will deliver you from the
penalty of sin and reconcile you with God can
only be a work of God. The only way you can
receive what God has done for you is by your
faith in the one whom God has sent — that is

His Son, Jesus Christ. This salvation is yours
by a simple act of faith in Jesus Christ.

“...knowing that a man is not justified by the
works of the Law but through faith in Jesus
Christ, and not by the works of the Law; since
by the works of the Law shall no flesh be
justified.” (Galatians 2:16)

Salvation Is By Faith Alone From The Power Of
Sin

Salvation or deliverance from the power of sin
is equally a work of God. Again, the only
response that the Christian who has sinned
can have towards God to receive this
deliverance is faith in the one whom God has
sent — that is the Deliverer, the Holy Spirit.
Non-Christians are not saved until they trust
the Savior and Christians are not saved or
delivered until they trust the Holy Spirit. God
has made both of these salvations possible
through the work of Jesus Christ on the cross.
Salvation from the power of sin must be
claimed by an act of faith.
