   This is very impt. here:  R as an attribute—what God is, is revealed by Law, revealed by His wrath but here we are looking at a R that is obtained by faith.  first a creature is not R, then that creature is R—by faith

Phil. 3 :9  and may be found in Him, not having a righteousness of my own derived from the Law, but that which is through faith in Christ, /righteousness which comes from God on the basis of faith, 
2. Forensic setting, Judicially Bible is placed in a courtroom setting
    Mankind is unR & must be made R & declared R by God then Js

    “how can a man be R before
2. Active or relational meaning—in having a relationship w/R God  
   This is involved with Saving Activity of God

   This is what is at issue in our Sal. & in Rom. 1:17, R of God that is revealed does not refer to D/Attribute but relational issue here

This is a +R that God gives so there can be a relationship between man & God

So this Gospel reveals /R of God! 

/Law reveals Un R & condemns

/Gospel reveals God’s R & saves

   /law pronounces death

 /gospel pronounces Life
It is this more active or relational aspect of this Heb. & Gk. word that I want you to become more acquainted –

    When most Christians think of /R of God, they think only of His D/attribute, but now I hope you will start thinking of R of God in active or relational word…

A powerful vs on /relational aspect of God’s R is in Isa. 46:12-13 coming of His R; coming of JC; coming of /gospel, coming of reconciliation…

Note: shout for joy & rejoice share a little history of /impact of grasping this relational characteristic of R, in life of Martin Luther

Although Luther did not call this relational R, he saw what we are now seeing:  As one historian writes it:

   It was /happiest day in Luther’s life when he discovered that 

  God’s R, as used in Romans was not a R earned. Luther says it

  was like opening paradise to him, that he at once ran through 

  scripture with ecstasy, seeing how this R opened salvation & 

  heaven to him.”  birth for him of Js by faith alone.

     This is /very foundation of Gospel from God

     This is why /gospel is /power of God’s grace for everyone 

     who believes. 
We know that His love motivates our Sal….so it is with His R

Psa. 31:1;   Psa. 71:1-2
A strong NT passage that deals with R of God in active, relational context, that most miss—1 John 1:9
Rom. 10:1-4 Jews worshiped 5 books of Moses…& worshiped /Law, & tried to obtain +R of Law…which they could not! 

+R of God is not by Law but by faith  only    faith in JC..
Vs 4—Christ is end of /Law

How is this, how is Christ end of /Law?

2 Cor. 5:21

What you could never attain, by works of Law, but by faith alone, faith only! 
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/R of relationship what God demands is a R that He gives, freely & graciously.

    Yc  God never demands anything that He does not first give!

   Ex.  His love, He demands this love but He gives this love n HS 

   & same thing is true of R for fellowship

   It is a R that He gives

Essential issue: Judicial or forensic aspect of Imputation of R       1. while this R is relational, do not loose site of it’s judicial impt. /forensic setting:   

2. Process;  While God is perfect R, we are completely un R & we must be R to have a relationship with God…Job

  --God imputes His R to bel. in JC

  --Then God declares /Bel. R –Justification  

  --Then God has fellowship w/believer---

     This is what gave Joy to prophets who saw this & to Luther

Being made R & Js by faith is at /heart of Romans.

& as we shall see this is true of unbel. & bel.

3.  many people who grasp /concept of declared R (whether by works or earned) insist that this  R must effect a moral change in /person declared R.  that is it must effect a change in their lives.  If there is no noticeable change in life, then they are not R.  (not saved)  But there is nothing in Sal. in /imputation of R that will have a moral transformation in /bel.   Being R by faith is strictly judicial---We are declared R & in state of relationship w/God!

   But as far as your life after Sal. any transformation, any change in life…this will come about by /power & work of HS in us!   

Men try to bring so many forms of his own R to God, starting w/Cain, & then man thinks that he stands R before God…but all our R fails…His R by faith secures reconciliation with God.

Problem of +R  

1.  many (denominations) believe that one can become R by 

     obedience to /law.

2.  Others believe that R that God demands cannot be obtained by /Law of /Jews, but can be obtained by one being morally good, & they have their list as to what determines whether you are saved or not.  Most of these people teach either you can lose your sal. or no one is ever certain till eternity, whether they have been good enough or not.

3.  this next one is a little more difficult to express, & this is why when you talk with them, they are not so profound or clear on Sal. 

 one is not R by legal works, they know this, not by Law, but they do believe in works, which they call, get ready, Grace!!!           

        That’s rt. they call works grace!

They say things like:  works of grace, works with grace; or divine process…you do this humbly, for God & God forgives & saves & that is grace.    It is not works…because we say so, we say it is not works but grace, & that makes it so!  

  /only problem is: that is not what God says  

  That is not what God calls grace! 

They continue to babel – /R which makes us just before God, is that +R which is obtained by /help of D/grace responding to our works.   God sees our works & responds by saving…this is grace.

If you repent, confess, feel sorry & change your life…God sees this & saves…& that is grace!  +R is combine effort of man & God 

   Only problem is that this does not line up with Scripture.  Oh, it makes them feel good, & spiritual…good because they DO something & spiritual because God responds to what they do.  

   But all this is Satan’s Lie!!!           

4.  For /eye that will see, /+R that God is looking for is a +R that man cannot earn or produce in himself, no matter his works.  He cannot change himself nor can he help God to make him +R before God.   Job made this clear:  Can mankind make himself just before God?  How can man be right before God…he can’t;

What is man that he should be pure, or he who is born of woman that he should be +R?  How can man be just before God?

    There is nothing that man can do to make himself R or even help 

    God make him R.  
So /R that God is looking for is a R that God Himself imputes in man, graciously (w/o works of man) & freely (w/o cost) based on /person & work of JC on cross & received by man, by non-meritorious faith alone.

External works are excluded, wks of R      ceremonial works are excluded, like baptism or communion.       Emotional works are excluded; mental works are excluded, like repentance, or sorrow etc.          Verbal  works are excluded, like confession or prayers or declarations 

   This R is not our own, in any way! 

    & while we are here—if you see this in Sal. 1, it will be clear in Sal. 2 & in living Christian life.  ex. they are not your works, it is not your love…it is not your kindness…it is /work of HS, Love of /HS, kindness of HS…& God is gracious & gives you rewards for relying on His Spirit as He gives Sal. for relying on His Son.

This R is not our own, not inherent, not earned, nor a R that we effected in us by something we do.

/R of God which /Gospel reveals, & by which we are declared R 

is /R of Christ, which places us in communion with God.
This R is said to be from faith 

1. Only faith apprehends /R of God & this is true for unbel. & bel.

2. & that R is given/imputed, to us by faith
Two very impt. points are made in /next phrase 

1. Paul makes it clear that /gospel is for bel.s!!
2. & that +R from God is for bel.s
some people know that +R is an absolutely necessary for unbel. to be saved, though they are not sure how…   

but what few realize is  that R is necessary for or in /bel.s life! 

    3.  +R is necessary for unbel. & for bel. & both R are by faith
For in it gospel /+R of God  is revealed from faith to faith; as it is written, "But The RIGHTEOUS man SHALL LIVE BY FAITH."
This is perhaps /most impt. vs. n all book of Romans

/book of Rom. is about establishing R of God; how we obtain /R of God! as unbel.s  as bel.s.

/+R of God is issue in being Reconciled with God as bel.s or unbel.
Second gt. issue in Roms is faith—as /only means of revealing R of God for either unbel. or bel.

Gal. 4:19  My children, new bel.s or ignorant bels with whom I am again in labor teaching W/G until Christ is formed in you—

So many people like to use /expression: “What would Jesus Do”?

   (Hulkabe- ‘wise enough not to run for political office)

But as to what would JC do?   so many try to figure this out…

It is simple:  JC would walk by faith in HS—be led of HS!

   This is what JC would do!  

You cannot figure it out…by all yoru doc.

You walk by faith in HS & He will lead you, guide you, give you wisdom etc.   Rom. 8; 2 Cor. 3 & Gal. 5

Until Christ is formed in you---maturity of fruit of HS—

Gal. 5:22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,

23  gentleness, self-control; against such things there is no law.

I wished Christians would be less concern about 10 Comm. & be more concerned about D/9.  any of 10 are a lot easier than any of D/9;  in fact you cannot fulfill these w/o HS; but as you consistently walk in HS & D/9 reflect your life…JC is being formed in you…a R life

Now look at Gal. 5:5  For we bels through or by means of the Spirit, HS – by faith, you will recall that grammatically by faith points both backward –to what has just been said & forward – to what follows, so for we by means of /HS –by faith (in HS) are by faith waiting for the hope of righteousness. This does not refer to eternity, but refers to life rt. here, rt. now…R life

You put together Rom. 1:17 & Gal. 5:5 –they say /same thing but in different ways.
17  For in it /gospel the righteousness of God is revealed out from faith in JC Sal.1; moving to or leading to a life of faith  to faith; faith in HS, Sal.2 living SFL  as it is written, Hab. 2:4 "BUT THE RIGHTEOUS man status of every bel SHALL LIVE BY FAITH." that is by faith in one God sent, His Spirit! 

Out of faith we are saved
Out of faith R of God is revealed

Out of faith we live eternally in E-L

Out of faith we live experientially 

/btl is faith 

Rebellious—refuse to trust 

Arrogance—not walk by faith

Humility – walk by faith

When there is no F by umbel…no life, no R

When there is no F – darkness, no light, no R 

When there is no F by bel.   No Sp. Life! No R

When there is no F – there is no seeing! Believing is seeing

No seeing, no light, no life, no R

All these & so much more comes only by F

But beware of making more of faith …it is not but object of faith 

-there is no synergism in faith

-there is not synergistic faith, before God, except in men’s minds

-be careful of P-T who teaches Js by F but then go to other 

  passages of works & they do not see /contradiction, /synergism 

-no power in F, it is /object of F that fulfills F 

-object of F that produces /trust that F holds

-it is because of /object of F that Scripture attributes so much to 

  faith & never F apart from that object

Wrong:  F n Gospel > saved

Rt.   K of Gospel that summons F n JC---saved
F cannot (f) w/o its object
