COUNSELOR.. NOT US.

• ANSWER: NO ONE.

• GOOD LOGICAL SENSE: GOD, I

• TWO THINGS:  

• First: FAITH MUST HAVE AN 
OBJECT.  THE OBJECT OF OUR FAITH 
IS ALWAYS TO BE GOD. 

• SECONDLY: BEFORE WE CAN TRUST, 
WE HAVE TO KNOW.  BEFORE WE 
CAN KNOW WE HAVE TO HAVE BEEN 
TAUGHT. 

 



• YOU AND I CAN NO MORE GRASP, 
UNDERSTAND, EXECUTE GOD’S PLAN 
FOR OUR LIVES WITH OUT THE

• to instill someone with 
courage or cheer, comfort, 
encourage, cheer up 

• as speaking with persistence 
earnestly ask for, implore, beg  

 



• KNOWLEDGE PRECEDES FAITH. 

• FAITH PRECEDES LOVING AS CHRIST LOVES 

• SINCE KNOWLEDGE, UNDERSTANDING OF GOD 
FROM HIS WORD PRECEDES FAITH IN WHAT YOU 
UNDERSTAND, YOU CAN NOT LOVE GOD NOR LOVE 
AS GOD LOVES APART FROM KNOWING HOW GOD 
LOVES AND FROM KNOWING THE MEANS GOD 
HAS PROVIDED IN HIS GRACE FOR US TO LOVE AS 
HE LOVES. 

• IF YOU DON’T KNOW GOD YOU CAN’T TRUST HIM. 

• IF YOU DON’T KNOW GOD’S WORD THEN YOU WILL 
NOT UNDERSTAND GOD’S MYSTERY IN THE N.T. 



• MERCY:  οἰκτιρμόσ   

• the pity or compassion which one 
shows for the sufferings of others. 

• display of concern over another’s 
misfortune, pity, mercy, compassion 

• it is a concern, sympathy for others 
which is eager, ready to  help.. 

•  : TO BE SOFT, CHERISHING, OR 

SOOTHING .  IT IS A GENTLE EMOTION OF 
THE MIND.. IT IS TENDER LOVING CARE 

 



• TO PRESENT: παρίστημι 
•  place beside, put at someone’s 

disposal 

•Place yourself 
under orders TO GOD!

your coMMander’s 
BATTLE PLAN!! 



• HOLY: ἅγιοσ 
• any matter of religious awe, expiation, 

sacrifice. Holy, set apart, sanctified, 
consecrated, saint. It has a common root, 
hág-, with hagnós (53), chaste, pure. 

•  Its fundamental idea is separation, 
consecration, devotion to the service of 
Deity, sharing in God’s purity. 

 



LIVING SACRIFICE……. 
2 Corinthians 5:15 (NASB95) — 15 and He died for 

all, so that they who live might no longer live for 

themselves, but for Him who died and rose again on 

their behalf.  

Galatians 2:19 (NASB95) — 19 “For through 

the Law I died to the Law, so that I might live 

to God.

• from eu (2095), well, and aréskō 
(700), to please. Well–pleasing, 
acceptable. Used with reference to 
God, that which God wills and 
recognizes 

 



• (Spiritual) REASONABLE: λογικόσ 

• THAT WHICH COMES FROM RATIONAL 
THINKING.. 

• THIS IS NOT WORSHIP SUCH AS 
SINGING SONGS OF PRAISE AND 
THANKSGIVING TO GOD..  IT IS 
MORE THAN THAT. 

• IT REFERS TO THE DAILY LIFE 
DETERMINED BY FAITH AS THE TRUE ACT 
OF WORSHIP. 

 



• IT IS YOUR LOGICAL ACT OF 
WORSHIP WHICH IS MOTIVATED BY 
YOUR UNDERSTANDING OF GOD’S 
LOVE AND MERCY TOWARD YOU. 

• Faith in Holy Spirit who 
draws, drives us to learn 
God’s Word & then gives us an 
understanding of God’s 
wonderful love for us.
