1 Cor 2: 1-5

 Who is Paul addressing? Why was he there?

 Did not come with superiority of  speech or wisdom.

 Jesus Christ and Him crucified.

 Paul did not want to add anything to the Gospel

 Demonstration of  the Spirit and of  power

 Faith is in the power of  GOD.  NOT IN MAN!



1 Cor 2: 6-9

 Who are the mature?

 God’s wisdom is a mystery?

 Predestined before the ages to our Glory

 If  man understood this wisdom they wouldn’t have 
crucified our LORD.

 What is the wisdom (vs 9)

 Who is it for?  BELIEVERS



1 Cor 2: 10 - 16

 The mysteries are revealed through the Spirit

 The Spirit reveals the thoughts of  God.

 We receive the Spirit at Salvation

 We choose who we will listen to.  The Spirit of  God or the 
Spirit of  man.

 We are taught by the Spirit.  This is how we become the 
mature believers

 Man finds these things foolishness.  They are of  Spiritual 
value

 We have the mind of  Christ
