Matt 1:1The record of the 

genealogy of Jesus the Messiah, 

the son of David, the son of 

Abraham:

Gen 17:19 But God said, “No, 

but Sarah your wife will bear 

you a son, and you shall call 

his name Isaac; and I will 

establish My covenant with him 

for an everlasting covenant for 

his descendants after him.

seed of Isaac

Matt 1:2 Abraham was the father 

of Isaac, Isaac the father of 

Jacob, and Jacob the father of 

Judah and his brothers.
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Num 24:17 “Water will flow 

from his buckets,

And his seed will be by many 

waters,

And his kingdom shall be 

exalted.

Matt 1:2  Abraham was the 

father of Isaac, Isaac the father 

of Jacob, and Jacob the father of 

Judah and his brothers.

Gen 49:10 “The scepter shall 

not depart from Judah,

Nor the ruler’s staff from 

between his feet,

Until Shiloh comes,

And to him shall be the 

obedience of the peoples.

Descended 

from the tribe of 

Judah

Lk 3:33 the son of Amminadab, 

the son of Admin, the son of 

Ram, the son of Hezron, the son 

of Perez, the son of Judah,

Isa 9:7 There will be no end to 

the increase of His government 

or of peace,

On the throne of David and 

over his kingdom,

To establish it and to uphold it 

with justice and righteousness

From then on and forevermore.

The zeal of the Lord of hosts 

will accomplish this.

Lk 1:26-27  Now in the sixth

Slaughter of

Matt 2:16-18 Then when Herod

Heb 5:5-6 So also Christ did not

6 just as He says also in another 

passage,

“You are a priest forever

According to the order of 

Melchizedek.”
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Zech 9:9 Rejoice greatly, O 

daughter of Zion!

Shout in triumph, O daughter of 

Jerusalem!

Behold, your king is coming to 

you;

He is just and endowed with 

salvation,

Humble, and mounted on a 

donkey,

Even on a colt, the foal of a 

donkey.

Triumphal Entry
