SENT, DROVE, IMPELLED: ἐκβάλλω 
① force to leave, drive out, expel, 
② to cause to go or remove from a 
position (without force), send 
out/away, release, bring out 
Generally and with the idea of

Mark 1:12 (NAS)  

12 Immediately the Spirit impelled Him to 

go out into the wilderness.  
  

  



Mark 1:12 is a special case: The 

Spirit drives Jesus into the 

wilderness, i.e., Jesus stands 

entirely under the powerful 

impetus of the Spirit.
